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MAYOR’S LETTER

Dear Residents:

As we embrace the start of a new year, | would like to highlight the importance
of maintaining a clean and vibrant city. A pristine environment not only
enhances the aesthetic appeal of our neighborhoods, but also contributes

to the well-being of all residents.

Last year, we launched a variety of initiatives aimed at making garbage disposal
more accessible and convenient for our residents and guests. Notably, we
have installed an additional 100 trash bins strategically placed in high-traffic
areas to encourage proper disposal. We also extended the hours of our 133
Midland Avenue Yard on every third Saturday of the month, offering bulk
trash disposal between 8am-2pm. Residents can drop off up to ten bulk
items at a time.

Additionally, the Department of Public Works has initiated a comprehensive
citywide Cleaning Campaign. This effort involves dedicated staff working
seven days a week to ensure our streets, parks, and public spaces are clean
and inviting. To bolster this initiative, we have implemented strict enforcement
measures against littering. Offenders will face substantial fines starting at
$500 or may be required to complete community service hours as a
consequence of their actions.

As we look forward to 2025, | urge each of you to commit to responsible
waste disposal practices, take advantage of recycling opportunities, and
actively participate in our annual community clean-up events. By working to-
gether, we can foster a healthier, more enjoyable environment for ourselves,
and the generations that follow.

Thank you for your unwavering commitment to keeping our city clean and
green!

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SOLID WASTE RULES

GARBAGE

Garbage is waste resulting from food preparation and other usual household
functions, not: clothes, recyclables, bulky trash, appliances or scrap metal.

Garbage is picked up from the curb 2 times a week,
not on certain holidays. If you do not know your
garbage pick up days, refer to the street lists in
this Handbook to find your section.

Do not place garbage for pick up prior to
6:00 p.m. the night before your scheduled
pick up day.

Garbage should be in a plastic bag, in a can and
placed at curb for pick up. Loose bags, garbage

placed in paper bags or boxes will not be accepted. UPTO

Loose garbage in cans will not be accepted. Cans 50 GALLON CAN
with garbage can weigh no more than 50LBS. cans
are black or gray only.

The City does not pick up any hazardous material,
dirt, stones, concrete, bricks, tree stumps or logs.

TIRES, TELEVISIONS, COMPUTERS, ELECTRONICS, REFRIGERATORS,
FREEZERS, AIR CONDITIONERS AND ALL OTHER APPLIANCES
OR METALS

All items above are by appointment only.
Please call (973) 266-5337 before you place
them at the curb in order to be placed on the

collection schedule. You will be told what day
to place the items at the curb.

Remember to remove doors
from refrigerators and
freezers for safety.

SOLID WASTE RULES CONTINUED

LIMIT ON BULK TRASH

A limit of 3 bulk items is all that we will collect on your bulk day. Bulk items
consist of furniture, cabinets, mattresses, box springs, doors, screens, rolls of
carpet (must be cut to 4 feet wide), bathroom fixtures, empty paint cans and
similar items, as well as lawn and garden debris described below.

If in fact you have more than this 3 item limit, you CANNOT put it at the curb.
Scrap wood and branches (cut to 4 foot lengths and tied in no more than

3 bundles, that can be lifted by one person), is also bulky trash. All mattress
and box springs must be covered before pick up.

No need to call if you have bulky trash.

Keep bulky trash separate from your garbage when you
place it for collection. Do not place bulky trash or garbage

for pick up prior to 6:00 p.m. the night before your
scheduled pick up day.

LAWN AND GARDEN DEBRIS - 3 BAGS TOTAL

Branches 3 bundles, (cut to 4 feet long and tied) and lawn rakings (a maximum
of 3 bags of construction debris, bag weight limit of 50 pounds will be accepted
on your bulk garbage day). We do not collect dirt, stones, concrete, bricks, tree
stumps or logs. Bulky trash & lawn and garden debris are collected every week
by a separate truck. Refer to the street list to find your section and pick up day.

Do not place grass clippings, branches, bushes
or other lawn and garden debris in the
street at any time.

FIND YOUR COLLECTION DAYS
To find your collection day for Garbage, Bulk Trash and Recycling,

look on the following pages to find your street. Some streets are located
in more than one area, so also check your address. When you find your
address and street, the top of that page lists your collection days.




RECYCLING RULES

Do not use plastic or paper bags for collections.

SINGLE STREAM

Single stream all recycling can be put in the same
container. Use Blue containers for recycling ONLY.

NEWSPAPERS

All sections of the paper including
magazine section.

CARDBOARD
Cardboard is recyclable, not garbage or bulk trash.

GLASS BOTTLES, JARS & METAL CANS

Recyclable: Food cans, baby food jars, pet
food cans, mustard jars, soda cans, pickle
bottles, beer cans/bottles, juice cans/bottles,
liquor bottles, spray cans..

Not Recyclable: Window glass, dishes, drinking
glasses, bulbs, paint cans, aluminum foil pans.

Preparation: Rinse, clean and place all colors of glass
and metal mixed together in a sturdy reusable container
large enough to hold all your glass, metal and plastic
between collections.

PLASTIC BOTTLES

Recyclable: Soft drink bottles, milk, water,
juice jugs, laundry detergents, bleach or
softener bottles.

Not Recyclable: Yogurt cups, food storage tubs,
motor oil bottles, plastic bags, toys.
Preparation: Rinse clean, crush or step on
container, place in the same container as
glass and cans.

RECYCLE...IT’S THE LAW
Plastic and glass bottles, glass jars, cans and
newspapers must be separate from garbage.

GRASS, CUT IT & LEAVE IT PROGRAM

Grass clippings are a major part of Essex
County’s municipal solid waste stream, and
like other highly recyclable materials—such
as newspapers, plastics, glass and aluminum
recycling grass clippings, can help reduce

What can you do to help?

If your garbage, bulky trash or recyclables are usually collected on one
of the days listed above, DO NOT place your garbage, bulky trash or
recyclables out for collection. Place out on your next scheduled day.



GREASE DISPOSAL TIPS TO HELP EAST

ORANGE’S ENVIRONMENT

East Orange needs the help of all its residents to keep our sewer system running properly.
Liquified fat, oil or grease that is poured down the kitchen sink drain can cause serious
impacts such as blocked pipes. If wastewater can’t move freely through the pipes and
out into the sewer system, it can back up into your home and can cause unsanitary
conditions and expensive damage. By following the guidelines below, you can help
avoid repeated repairs and unnecessary disruptions to residences and businesses.

PROPERLY DISPOSE OF COOKING OIL AND GREASE
DO NOT pour cooking oil, poultry fat or grease into the kitchen sink or the
toilet bowl.

DO NOT use hot tap water and soap to wash grease
down the drain because it will cool and harden in
your pipes or in the sewer down the line.

INSTEAD

DO use paper towels to wipe residual grease
or oil off dishes, pots and pans prior to
washing them.

RECYCLE USED MOTOR OIL
When poured down house or storm
drains, motor oil may travel to your
local stream, bay or harbor, where it
can harm underwater vegetation and
aquatic life.

East Orange DPW accepts used motor oil

at no charge. Remember not to mix your motor oil with any other substance. Please
put your used oil in a sturdy container and take it to the Midland Yard located at 133
Midland Avenue for recycling on Saturday between 8 am-12 pm.

SOLUTIONS TO STORMWATER POLLUTION

EASY THINGS YOU CAN DO EVERY DAY TO PROTECT OUR WATER

A GUIDE TO HEALTHY HABITS FOR CLEANER WATER

Pollution on streets, parking lots and lawns is washed by rain into storm drains,
then directly to our drinking water supplies and the ocean and lakes our children
play in. Fertilizer, oil, pesticides, detergents, pet waste, grass clippings: You name
it and it ends up in our water.

Stormwater pollution is one of New Jersey’s greatest threats to clean and plentiful
water, and that’s why we're all doing something about
it. By sharing the responsibility and making small,

easy changes in our daily lives, we can keep common
pollutants out of stormwater. It all adds up to cleaner
water, and it saves the high cost of cleaning up

once it’s dirty.

As part of New Jersey’s initiative to keep our water
clean and plentiful and to meet federal requirements,
East Orange and other public agencies, including
colleges and military bases, have adopted ordinances
or other rules prohibiting various activities that
contribute to stormwater pollution. Breaking these
rules can result in fines or other penalties.

As a resident, business, or other member of the East
Orange community, it is important to know these
easy things you can do every day to protect our water.

LIMIT YOUR USE OF FERTILIZERS AND PESTICIDES

¢ Do a soil test to see if you need a fertilizer.

¢ Do not apply fertilizers if heavy rain is predicted.

e Look into alternatives for pesticides.

e Maintain a small lawn and keep the rest of your property or yard in a natural state
with trees and other native vegetation that requires little or no fertilizer.

e If you use fertilizers and pesticides, follow the instructions on the label on how to
correctly apply it. Make sure you properly store or discard any unused portions.

PROPERLY USE AND DISPOSE OF HAZARDOUS PRODUCTS

e Hazardous products include some household or commercial cleaning products,
lawn and garden care products, motor oil, antifreeze, and paints.

¢ Do not pour any hazardous products down a storm drain because storm drains
are usually connected to local waterbodies and the water is not treated.

e If you have hazardous products in your home or workplace, make sure you store
or dispose of them properly. Read the label for guidance.

e Use natural or less toxic alternatives when possible.

e Recycle used motor oil.



SOLUTIONS TO STORMWATER POLLUTION

EASY THINGS YOU CAN DO EVERY DAY TO PROTECT OUR WATER

KEEP POLLUTION OUT OF STORM DRAINS

e East Orange and many other public agencies are required to mark certain storm
drain inlets with messages reminding people that storm drains are connected to
local waterbodies.

¢ Do not let sewage or other wastes flow into a stormwater system.

CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR PET

e East Orange has enacted and will enforce local
pet-waste rules, subject to a minimum fine of $500
per violation

e An example is requiring pet owners or their keepers
to pick up and properly dispose of pet waste dropped
on public or other people’s property.

e Use newspaper, bags or pooper-scoopers to pick
up wastes.

¢ Dispose of the wrapped pet waste in the trash or
unwrapped in a toilet.

e Never discard pet waste in a storm drain.

DON'T FEED WILDLIFE

¢ Do not feed wildlife, such as ducks and geese, in public areas.

e East Orange and other public agencies enacted, and must enforce,
a rule that prohibits wildlife feeding in these areas.

DISPOSE OF YARD WASTE PROPERLY
e Keep leaves and grass out of storm drains.
e Follow yard waste collection rules.

The City of East Orange Department of Public Works bagged leaf collection
schedule is as follows:

Leaf collection season: October 15 —January 31st

Collection days:
North Section: Thursdays and Fridays
Central Section: Wednesdays
South Section: Mondays and Tuesdays

Please be advised that leaves are NO LONGER COLLECTED LOOSE
FROM ROADWAY, NOR WILL THEY BE COLLECTED IN PLASTIC BAGS.

REMINDER: Free Biodegradable Leaf Bags for city residents
¢ During leaf season residents pick up bags Monday — Friday,
from 9am- 3pm. Proof of residency is required. Residents may
receive up to five (5) bags per visit.

Bags are available for pickup at the following locations:
East Orange City Hall: 44 City Hall Plaza, East Orange, NJ
EODPW Garage: 333 Glenwood Ave. East Orange NJ

* Bagging requirements: Leaves must be in biodegradable bags (as per
City Ordinance No. 12-2019, amending Section 172-19.1 and Section
226-1. A.2.). Property owners who violate are subject to penalties.

¢ Placement: Leaves should be placed at the curb the night before
collection day

Other leaf collection guidelines include:
e Do not place leaves in the street
* Do not pile leaves in the street
e Do not place trash, garbage, or any other yard rubbish with leaves

e Do not place leaves in a catch basin.

Burning leaves or including leaves with household garbage are
prohibited by state law.

LIMITE DE BASURA VOLUMINOSA

Un limite de 3 articulos voluminosos es todo lo que recogeremos en su dia de
recoleccién de articulos voluminosos. Estos articulos son muebles, gabinetes,
colchones, box springs, puertas, mosquiteros, rollos de alfombra (deben
cortarse a 4 pies de ancho), accesorios de bafio, latas de pintura vacias y
articulos similares, asi como la basura del jardin descrita a continuacion.

Si tiene mas de este limite de 3 articulos, NO PUEDE ponerlos en la acera.
Los desechos de madera y ramas (cortar a 4 pies de largo y amarrar en un
maximo de 3 bultos, que una sola persona puede levantar), también se
consideran basura voluminosa.

DESECHOS DE JARDIN - 3 BOLSAS EN TOTAL

Tres bultos de ramas (cortadas a 4 pies de largo y atadas) y rastrillajes de jardin
(se acepta un maximo de 3 bolsas de escombros con limite de peso de bolsa
de 50 libras el dia de recoleccién de basura voluminosa). No recogemos tierra,
piedras, concreto, ladrillos, fragmentos de arboles ni troncos. Un camién aparte
recoge la basura voluminosa y los desechos de césped y jardin cada semana.
Consulte la lista de calles para encontrar el dia de su seccién y
recoleccion.

No coloque recortes de jardin, ramas,
arbustos ni otros desechos de césped
o jardin en la calle en ningin momento.

ENCUENTRE SUS DIAS DE RECOLECCION

Para encontrar su dia de recoleccion de basura, desechos voluminosos y material de reciclado,

busque en las siguientes paginas para encontrar su calle. Algunas calles estan ubicadas en mas
de un area, de modo que debe verificar su domicilio. Cuando encuentre su direccién y calle,
en la parte superior de esa pagina se indican los dias de recoleccion.




REGLAS DE RECICLADO

No use bolsas de plastico o de papel para las recolecciones.

FLUJO UNICO

El flujo Unico de todo el reciclado se puede colocar
en el mismo contenedor. Use SOLO contenedores
Azules para reciclado

PERIODICOS

CARTON
El carton es reciclable, no basura ni desecho voluminoso.

BOTELLAS, RECIPIENTES DE VIDRIO Y LATAS
DE METAL

Reciclables: Latas de comida, frascos de comida para
bebé, latas de comida para mascotas, frascos de mostaza,
latas de soda, frascos de pepinillos, latas/botellas de cerveza,
latas/botellas de jugo, botellas de licor, latas de spray.
No reciclables: Vidrio de ventanas, platos, vasos de vidrio,
bombillas, latas de pintura, recipientes de papel aluminio.

Preparacion: Enjuague, limpie y coloque todos los colores
de vidrio y metal juntos en un recipiente resistente y
reutilizable lo suficientemente grande para sujetar todo
el vidrio, metal y plastico entre una recoleccién y otra.

BOTELLAS DE PLASTICO

Reciclables: Botellas de refrescos, leche, agua, jugo,
detergentes de ropa, cloro o suavizante de telas.

No reciclables: Recipientes de yogur,
contenedores para almacenar alimentos,
frascos de aceite para motor, bolsas de
plastico, juguetes.

Preparacion: Enjuague, limpie, aplaste o pise
el recipiente, coloque en el mismo contenedor
de vidrio y latas.

RECICLE... ES LA LEY
